Most of the United Nations countries are represented. All patterns are in authentic detail as much as can be, when reducing
the scale from human to the 11%” fashion figure doll size. Countless years of research went into these patterns, even before
they were for sale; and research is still ongoing for countries or regions yet to be added to the collection in the future.

Complete instructions are given for proper hairdo, accessories, and display props where needed. Numerous tips are given for
ways to improvise things you have around the house to make accessories, or portions of unusual costumes.

Many of the patterns can be easily adjusted to fit other similar fashion figure dolls from 9” to 127, and my cloth “Joan” doll pattern.

It is recommended that you use dolls with soft vinyl head and limbs when specialty hairdos or carried accessories are required.
It will make fastening easier.

Ethnic costume dolls have been collectable long before doll collecting became fashionable. They were a typical souvenir from an
overseas trip, or a World’s Fair. For children, the dressed ethnic and regional costume dolls are an ideal “visual aid” for teaching
about countries around the world. It is the way peoples of the world dressed in the past (and many still dress this way today for

celebratory occasions.)

Teachers particularly, like the detailed authenticity of the NOM Club costume designs.
